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Essential for the Selection Criteria
Professional Standing 
· Full professor/Associate Professor, if academic
· Recognized  technical expert, if from industry (involved with/leadership of  national/international working groups, standard development, large industrial/technological applications, has patents)
Technical Involvement with PES 
· 5 years of continuous active PES membership at the time of nomination.  The selection and review committee, at its discretion and based on consensus, is empowered to make allowance for exception to this criteria should the need arise and nomination for an extremely valuable speaker with only 3+ years of continuous PES membership is nominated.
· Must be SMIEEE, FIEEE or LFIEEE 
· At the time of nomination, there must be evidence of the applicant being actively involved with local PES chapter, since one of the main intent of the DLP is to support PES chapters offer activities to its professional members
Record of Public Speaking 
· 5+ invited lectures to industry and/or academia supported by a record of public speaking (such as YouTube, industry recording etc.) if available
Timing and Assessment Process Schedule

Application Collection Stage:  Collation of all Completed Nomination for the year 

· Nominations can be received anytime during the calendar year

· Assessment in two lots: Completed applications received before May 30th and those received before October 30th each calendar year
Decision Making Stage: PES DLP Selection and Review Committee Processing 

· Independent marking of application by the  Selection & Review Committee Members (1-5 with 5 being the highest) 

· Descriptive summary to highlight summative assessment of the nomination 

· Final decision approved and ratified by the PES Governing Board 

· Decision relayed to the nominator and the candidate by August 15th or January 31st
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
